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FIRST BYE-LAWS OF HORSHADER DEVELOPMENT LIMITED

Associate Membership

1.  Associate membership - Eligibility Condition

Subject to Clause 4 of the company’s Articles of Association, Associate Membership of the
Company shall be open to all individuals over 16 years of age who have:

a) A personal interest in the HCD area.
